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During the early morning hours of
Tuesday, June 3rd, a security camera
located at the Water Street side of the
Lexington Fayette County Government
Center, captured a suspicious hooded
character exiting the rear of the Kentucky
Theatre. Fred Mills, General Manager of
the Kentucky Theatre, arrived later that
morning to find his office had been ran-
sacked and the Drop-A-Note donor pipe
was found lying on its back in the
Kentucky auditorium. The donor pipe had
been “viciously beaten to death and most
of the fake money” had been torn free
from the interior of the plexiglass and
strewn on the floor beside the death scene!
Unfortunately, the thief “awed” by the
half-filled appearance of the donor pipe
did not look closely at the obviously
“fake” Federal Reserve notes!

Lexington police and detectives were
summoned to the theatre around 11:00 AM
to investigate the crime scene. Detectives
determined that the Kentucky Theatre’s
security system had not been armed, no
alarm sounded during the thief’s activities
and no evidence of a break-in was found at
the Theatre’s doors. Fred Mill’s indicated
to police that the theatre’s large safe was
locked and no money was taken.
Subsequently, the theatre security system
is now armed nightly to prevent the reoc-
currence of criminal thieving activities.

Several theatre employees indicated
to Steve Brown that the “homeless” thief
was likely the same person who had

camped a night or two, stowed away in the
public restrooms, during the previous
week. The clothing worn by the thief dur-
ing those encounters was very similar to
the suspicious hooded thief captured on
the security camera. No way to clearly
identify this character, and nothing was
done as a follow-up by Lexington detec-
tives to investigate the crime scene,
according to William H. Nolan. This
event was logged and assigned Case
Number 08-98513. For the record, the
estimated the value of the donor pipe was
$500.00, which was created from three
tibia clausa pipes culled from a parted
Kimball theatre organ; combined with
additional materials and was a labor of
love for the Project, according to David
Bottom.

Damage to the Drop-A-Note donor
pipe was so extensive that David Bottom
had to reconstruct the front of the
destroyed wooden case of several of the
pipes used in the assembly. The Drop-A-
Note pipe has been restored, refinished
and a new vandal resistant thickness of
polycarbonate and all secured with van-
dal-resistant screws to protect the donor
funds. Funds will now be removed from
the Drop-A-Note on a regular basis by
KMW-TOP staff. A very special thanks to
David Bottom, KMW-TOP, Inc’s Vice-
President for his craftsmanship, dedication
and efforts expended to ensure Drop-A-
Note returns to the historic Kentucky
Theatre!

For our local theatre organ project,
willing grant sources are very rare; and
nationally few grant foundations are even
interested in funding a theatre pipe organ
restoration project! To make this matter
even worse, economic forecasters are pre-
dicting the recession will last at least to
mid-year 2009 or longer before the econo-
my begins to rebound! However, with
your continued financial support and
KMW-TOP, Inc’s dedication and commit-
ment to keep moving forward with our
goal to complete this wonderful project in
2011, we can and will succeed!

KMW-TOP, Inc has joined
www.Grants.gov to assist with finding
grant and funding sources from the feder-
al government and other national grant
resources. Save America’s Treasures,
which this Project is an “Official Project”
will be announcing grants for 2009 in
January. Hopefully, KMW-TOP will meet
the funding guidelines for this funding
cycle.

On a positive note, KMW-TOP, Inc
has submitted our bi-annual request for the
Lloyd E. Klos Historical Fund for its proj-
ect-dedicated funds in the amount of
$5,000.00 from the Rochester Area
Community Foundation. Again, KMW-
TOP is extremely grateful to this bi-annu-
al grant funding resource for our Project
here in Kentucky! When received, grant
funds will be expended to assist our bud-
geted FY2009 funds earmarked for the
rebuilding and restoration of the Wurlitzer
windchests. This scope of work continues
our fundraising commitment to Phase A:
3/18 Wurlitzer Theatre Pipe Organ &
Equipment, which is expected to start
January 15, 2009.

KMW-TOP, Inc continues prepara-
tion for delivery of the existing historic
Wurlitzer windchests for mid-January
2009 delivery to Carlton Smith Pipe
Organ Restorations for rebuilding,
releathering and refinishing. This scope of
work includes a comprehensive replace-
ment of all the original pneumatic leather,
replacement of all primary and secondary

pneumatics that were “perflexed” in 1978;
new windchest gaskets, wood joints re-
glued, and all magnets receiving new
armatures. This scope of work will be a
time consuming and costly process!

Carlton Smith presently has the 3-
manual Wurlitzer console and will begin
this scope or work for the repair of exist-
ing wood frame and shell construction,
rebuilding and refinishing of the console
shell, and installation of new all-electric
stop tab assemblies, which is scheduled
for spring 2009. KMW-TOP, Inc is
extremely excited beginning these initial
projects!

During the Wednesday 2008 Summer
Classic Film Series at the Kentucky
Theatre, which ran for 13-weeks (May
thru August) in the Kentucky Theatre,
KMW-TOP, Inc provided pre-show mati-
nee and evening feature picture mini-con-
certs on the 2-manual Conn theatre organ.
These mini-concerts were extremely pop-
ular with theatre patrons who applauded
enthusiastically at the end of each concert.
Dr. John W. Landon provided the matinee
mini-concerts during the entire film series;
with Brian Hunt, guest organist from
Christ the King Cathedral, Lexington, per-
forming at many of the evening mini-con-
certs. Unfortunately, Tim Jones and Dean
McCleese, KMW-TOP, Inc board organ-
ists were unable to perform during this
series due to their respective schedule and
work conflicts; maybe they will be back at
the console for the 2009 Classic Film
Series? I extend my sincerest appreciation
and thanks to Dr. Landon and Brian Hunt
for their dedication and performances dur-
ing the 2008 Summer Classic Film Series!
These organ mini-concerts, albeit elec-
tronic, provide a sneak preview to the
wondrous, marvelous and glorious sounds
that will emanate from the 3/18 Mighty
Waurlitzer theatre pipe organ when it
returns to its original home in the
Kentucky Theatre!

As a community outreach for organ-
ists, KMW-TOP has sent inquiries to the
many of the Central Kentucky American
Guild of Organists for their interest in
playing the Conn theatre organ at the
Kentucky Theatre. I hope many of these
“Guild” organists will be interested in
playing publicly on a theatre organ of rad-
ically differing tonal colors! Generally, on
Friday evening before the 7:30 PM feature
picture, you find Dr. John W. Landon per-

forming a mini-concert at the Kentucky
Theatre. So plan on coming early to the
Kentucky Theatre in time for his pre-show
concerts!

David L. Buchta, MHP joined KMW-
TOP, Inc’s Board of Directors at the June
Annual Meeting, which was held at the
home of Dr. John W. Landon. David is the
Director of the Division Historic
Properties for the Commonwealth of
Kentucky, Frankfort, KY. I am extremely
pleased that David has decided to get
involved with this Project. Also, I would
like to express a special thanks and appre-
ciation to Celia Moore who has recently
retired from the Board of Directors, for her
service and project interest.

A truly unique and special experience
is coming to the theatre organ world in
March 2009 with KMW-TOP, Inc’s
release of a compact disc containing fea-
tured selections from a concert of Father
James Miller performing on the Kentucky
Theatre’s 3/14 Waurlitzer theatre pipe
organ! This concert, the only extant
recording of this organ, was recorded
September 9, 1982 by William H. Johnson
in the Edgewood Farm’s mansion of Oscar
O. Wilson, where the organ resided from
1978 until 1989. Recording and Miller’s
estate release arrangements have been
made with William H. Johnson and Father
Andrew Rogers. The recording is Jim
Miller at his best; reflects his personal
humor and his reverence for the greatest
creation of mankind, which is MUSIC, the
universal language! I certainly look for-
ward to this special release! Watch our
website www.kywurlitzer.com for updates
and announcements; and the American
Theatre Organ Society’s Theatre Organ
Journal for special announcement. All
proceeds from this recording release will
be used to assist with fundraising needs to
benefit the Project!
